Eagles Roost in the tall cottonwoods found in these sand dunes.





Eagles can be seen coming & going from the roost area, usually an hour after sunrise and about an hour before sunset.





Bald eagles mostly eat fish.  Sometimes they eat ducks or other waterfowl.





The eagles tend to fish more in the morning hours





On warm, sunny afternoons, the eagles can often be seen “riding the thermals” above Twin Peaks, Quartz Mountain or Hicks Mountain.





Eagles only fly south until they find unfrozen lakes to fish at.  A mild winter north (Nebraska & Kansas) limits the number of eagles seen in Oklahoma.  Very cold winters north send us more eagles.





If water is flowing over the dam, eagles may be seen, flying below the spillway, looking for that easy catch: a fish stunned from going over the dam!





When the wind is from the north, eagles are more often found in “Government Canyon” (the cove to the north & west of the Lodge) or the southern bowl of the lake.





A lot of mornings can find an eagle perched in the cottonwoods at the SW face of Twin Peaks.
